Ci sono belle anse di
vegetazione tra le rive e sovente sul greto, si possono fotografare gli aironi e le cicogne che
soggiornano a Racconigi. Poco dopo arrivo a Pancalieri, la patria della Menta Piperita. Mentre si
passeggia nel centro storico, si arriva davanti alla Cappella dell'Eremita, un punto davvero
suggestivo. A seguire, sosta per uno sguardo all’esterno della grande Villa Giacosa Valfré di Bonzo
raro esempio in Piemonte di architettura ispirata al culto del Palladio. Sosta in centro per la seconda
colazione in ristorante. Nel pomeriggio, ingresso al Museo della Menta e delle Erbe officinali. Quindi
visita dell'Antica Distilleria Chialva con la degustazione della Menta e passaggio per Virle Piemonte,
dove si ammira I'esterno del grande Castello dei Marchesi Romagnano. Ripartenza in bus per il
vecchio borgo di Piobesi. Visita della Pieve di San Giovanni ai Campi, per ammirare gli affreschi
guattrocenteschi.

An unknown natural reserve, the Mint and Medical Plants Museum, and Tours of Carignano,
Pancalieri, Virle, and Piobesi

Departure from Turin to Carignano, with a visit to the historic center: the Cathedral, the Church of S.
Maria delle Grazie, and the Charity Hospice. A stop at the Valinotto Chapel and the civic tower.
Arrival in Casalgrasso, where the Po River, now strengthened by the waters of the Pellice and Maira
streams, flows into the “Special Natural Reserve of the Maira Confluence.” There are beautiful
bends of vegetation along the riverbanks, and often on the gravel beds, where herons and storks
that stop in Racconigi can be photographed. Shortly afterward, arrival in Pancalieri, the home of
Peppermint.

While strolling through the historic center, you’ll arrive in front of the Hermit’s Chapel, a truly
picturesque spot. Then, a stop to view the exterior of the grand Villa Giacosa Valfre di Bonzo, a rare
example in Piedmont of architecture inspired by the Palladian style.

Lunch in a local restaurant. In the afternoon, entrance to the Mint and Medicinal Herb Museum,
followed by a visit to the historic Chialva Distillery, where a tasting of mint products will be offered.
Then, we pass through Virle Piemonte, with a view of the exterior of the grand Castle of the
Marchesi Romagnano. From there, the journey continues to the old village of Piobesi.
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Visit to the Church of San Giovanni ai Campi to admire its fifteenth-century frescoes. Lastly, we’ll
tour Villa “La Paesana,” a typical countryside residence built between the 1700s and 1800s, with a
beautiful romantic park that can be attributed to Kurten and is rich in North American plant species.
After a glance at the impressive Castle, built between 1010 and 1037 and currently being restored
after a fire, the tour will conclude with an arrival back in Turin.

Ripreso il viaggio, dopo pochi km. arrivo al Palazzotto Juva che deve il proprio nome alla figura di
Giacomo Pio Juva che nel 1797 fece restaurare il palazzo e ampliare il grande giardino, per
destinarlo a residenza estiva della famiglia. Si entra per ammirare il salone dei medaglioni, il salone
dei cartigli, il salone delle conchiglie e la sala da pranzo. Le volte dei saloni sono dipinte in stile
neoclassico con paesaggi e castelli intorno ad Heidelberg. Ripreso il viaggio, arrivo a Cavour, ai piedi
della Rocca. Ingresso alla Abbazia di Santa Maria (dell'XI sec.), per vedere la cripta, unico reperto del
X sec. superstite delle piu antiche chiese del Piemonte. Arrivati poi nel centro storico, sosta per il
pranzo in ristorante tipico.

Ingresso nella Parrocchia di San Lorenzo, con l'importante trittico di Defendente Ferrari (sec. XVI).
Nel pomeriggio, arrivo al castello di Marchieru, un antico maniero posto dagli Acaja nel '300.

La visita € organizzata con i discendenti della famiglia proprietaria del castello. Sosta all'interno per
vedere la libreria ed i saloni e passeggiata nel bel parco, con gli angoli dedicati alle peonie ed alle
ortensie. Spostamento alla vicina chiesetta di Missione del 1037 per scoprire il grande capolavoro di
Aimone Duce o (Dux Ajmo) che nel '400, per conto degli Acaja lascio qui un ciclo “unico” di affreschi
insuperabili del gotico internazionale. Ripreso il viaggio, con solo 40 km. arrivo a Torino.

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A Full Day Tour exploring Casa Lajolo, Palazzotto Juva, Rocca di Cavour Park & Abbey, the Castle
of Marchieru, and the Mission Chapel

Meeting with the guide and departure by bus to take the motorway towards Pinerolo.

In Piossasco you can visit Casa Lajolo, a noble country residence with an Italian garden and
vegetable garden. The ground floor of the building, open to visitors, also houses the historical
archive and the family library, with a rich collection of opera librettos. After this, departure and
arrival arrival at Palazzotto Juva.

It owes its name to the figure of Giacomo Pio Juva, who in 1797 restored the palace and expanded
the large garden, transforming it into the summer residence of the family. Visitors enter to admire
the Hall of Medallions, the Hall of Cartouches, the Hall of Shells, and the Dining Room. The vaults of
the halls are painted in a neoclassical style, featuring landscapes and castles around Heidelberg.
New departure by bus and arrival in Cavour, below the Rocca. Entrance to the Abbey of Santa Maria
(11th century), to see the crypt, the only relic from the 10th century. survivor of the oldest churches
in Piedmont. Arrived in the historic center, stop for lunch in a typical restaurant.

Entrance into the Parish of San Lorenzo, with the important triptych by Defendente Ferrari (16th
century). In the afternoon, after a few km. arrival at Marchieru castle, an ancient manor house built
by the Acaja family in the 1300s. The visit is organized with the descendants of the family that owns
the castle.

Stop inside to see the bookshop and the Castle halls and walk in the beautiful park.

Then, by appointment, move to the nearby (semi-unknown) church of Missione of 1037. Inside you
can see the great masterpiece by Aimone Duce or (Dux Ajmo) who in the 15th century, on behalf of
the Acaja family, left here a "unique" cycle of unsurpassed international Gothic frescoes. Then,
departure with the bus and after only 40 km. arrival in Turin city center.

Berroni

Incontro con la guida e partenza da Torino con il bus per il borgo di Carmagnola.

Giro a piedi tra il castello di Manfredo Il di Saluzzo e la Collegiata dei Santi Pietro e Paolo, con la tela
dell’Assunzione del Moncalvo. Sosta alla Sinagoga del 1725 che conserva ancora gli arredi originali.
All’arrivo a Racconigi, ingresso alla splendida Tenuta “I Berroni”, costruita nel 1773 per il nobile De
Laugier come dimora di villeggiatura. Visita della Sala Rossa, |la Sala da pranzo, |a galleria, la camera
del Re Carlo Alberto, la camera blu e la camera del Guardaroba. Al termine, pranzo alla “Tenuta i
Berroni”.

Nel pomeriggio visita del Castello Reale di Racconigi, immenso palazzo, perfettamente in ordine,
ricco di mobili rari, cineserie, arazzi, quadri importanti, tanto da essere una delle eccellenze del
circuito delle Residenze Sabaude del Piemonte, nella lista dei Patrimoni dell'Umanita dell'UNESCO.
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Nel 1842 nel castello si tennero fastosi festeggiamenti in occasione del matrimonio di Vittorio
Emanuele Il con Maria Adelaide d'Asburgo-Lorena. Nei giorni 23, 24 e 25 ottobre 1909 Racconigi
ospito I'incontro tra lo Zar Nicola Il Romanov e Vittorio Emanuele Ill. Al termine della visita venne
firmato un accordo diplomatico passato alla storia come |'Accordo di Racconigi. Nel tardo
pomeriggio, al termine del giro, breve passeggiata nel centro storico. Rientro a Torino.

Discovering Carmagnola, the Royal Castle of Racconigi, and the Berroni Estate

Meeting with the guide and departure from Turin by bus to the village of Carmagnola.

Walking tour between the Castle of Manfredo Il of Saluzzo and the Collegiate Church of Saints Peter
and Paul, featuring the Assumption painting by Moncalvo. Stop at the Synagogue (built in 1725),
which still preserves its original furnishings. Upon arrival in Racconigi, visit the beautiful "I Berroni"
Estate, built in 1773 for the noble De Laugier as a summer residence. Explore the Red Room, the
Dining Room, the Gallery, King Carlo Alberto's Room, the Blue Room, and the Wardrobe Room. At
the end of the tour, enjoy lunch at the "I Berroni" Estate. In the afternoon, visit of the Royal Castle
of Racconigi, an immense and perfectly preserved palace, rich in rare furniture, Chinese-style
decorations, tapestries, and important paintings. It is one of the highlights of the Residences of the
Savoy circuit in Piedmont and is listed as a UNESCO World Heritage site.

In 1842, the castle hosted lavish celebrations for the marriage of King Vittorio Emanuele Il to Maria
Adelaide of Austria-Lorraine. On October 23-25, 1909, Racconigi was the venue for the meeting
between Tsar Nicholas Il Romanov and King Vittorio Emanuele Ill. At the end of this meeting, a
historic diplomatic agreement, known as the Racconigi Agreement, was signed. In the late
afternoon, short stroll through the historic centre.
